Admit Card for Term 1 Examination 2021-22 is issued.  Please read the following: 

1. Student has signed as acknowledgement of the receipt of Admit Card and the print 

copy of this circular.  

2. It is the duty of the student/parent to keep the Admit Card in safe custody until the 

marks of the Term 1 Examination is published. 

3. School will not be issuing a second copy of the Admit Card.  

4. Admit Card is valid if and only if it is signed by Controller of Examination, Principal, 

Candidate and Father/Mother/Guardian. 

5. Signatures of Controller of Examination and Principal are already there.  It is the 

duty of parent/student to make sure that the other two signature are there on the 

Admit Card before the candidate appears for the first examination.  

6. Please read the instructions in the Admit Card and act accordingly. Please take 

special note of the following: 

a. Entry without Admit Card will not be allowed 

b. Entry after 11:00 am will not be allowed 

c. Students must carry only Blue/Royal Blue ball point pen, Admit Card, School 

I-Card & small sanitizer bottle in a small transparent pouch.  

d. No electronic items are allowed. It is suggested not to use fitness watch.  

7. Train yourself how to use the OMR answer sheet in the Examination. A sample 

answer sheet is given together with the print copy of this circular.  

8. Even if the CBSE Term 1 Examination is held at school, the entire process is 

controlled by an observer appointed by the CBSE. Therefore, no exemptions can be 

granted.  

9. Any unfair means will be dealt with this utmost seriousness.  

 

10. School I-Card will be issued as soon as school receives it.   

11. There will not be offline classes after the pre-board examinations.  Revisions will be 

held through online mode.  Students are requested to be safe and healthy at 

home.
